     "The applicants must meet all the criteria set in order to be eligible to receive the scholarships," Cotten noted. "The scholarship recipients will be announced at the PCEMC Annual Membership Meeting

scheduled for noon on January 28, 2009. One winner will be selected from each of the three parishes in which we serve," he continued.
